Hair Requirements 

Front of hair:  

Part left side – near end of left eyebrow 

Starting from the left side, French braid towards the right side ending over the right ear.  

Braid should be approx 1 ½ to 2 inches wide 

Pin tail end behind ear, tuck tail end into the appropriate hair style and pin.

Hair Requirements 

Front of hair:  

Part left side – near end of left eyebrow 

Starting from the left side, French braid towards the right side ending over the right ear.  

Braid should be approx 1 ½ to 2 inches wide 

Pin tail end behind ear, tuck tail end into the appropriate hair style and pin. 

 

Please have the braid in the front, and be creative with the back (ie. Half up half down, 

ponytail, down (if your hair is very short), pigtails, etc.)
